Each available language in Voice Reader Studio is assigned an ID, which is
used e.g. in command tags and narrator profiles to define the output
language. Each language ID is made up of two pairs of letters separated
by a dash; the first pair (in lower case) specifies the language (e.g. en for
English), while the second (in upper case) specifies the region (e.g. GB for
British English).

Two different pitches are used in Swedish: toneme 1 is designated by the
standard stress mark ('), which is also used for toneme 2 alongside the %
symbol, indicating which syllable the pitch should be dropped for.
